It also incudes issues with adjustble and ottoman beds which are 
included after the manufacturers guarantee. 

HOW DOES IT WORK?

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SOME ISSUES ARE NOT INCLUDED IN THE SERVICE PLAN:

•	 Structural faults if they are within the manufacturer’s guarantee period
•	 Damage to the mattress if a Guardsman approved mattress protector is not 
    in use
•	 Damage or staining to the actual mattress protector
•	 Ottoman bases damaged due to overfilling
•	 Excessive force damaging mechanism elements
•	 Damage to mattresses where the bed mechanism is continually used
•	 General wear and tear of the item
•	 Odours
•  TV screens that form part of the bed
